During the week, you and other junior leaders from all over Crossroads of America Council will be 
living, camping and working together as members of a patrol and troop.  An outstanding staff has 
been recruited to assist you in the training.  They are excited in their preparation to present you with 
a mountaintop training experience. 
 
Enclosed are a Personal Resource Questionnaire and Personal Health and Medical Record (form 
34412).  Please complete both forms (a copy of your current health form is acceptable) and return to 
White Stag, Crossroads of America Council, P.O. Box 1966, Indianapolis, IN 46206-1966.  Please 
return no later than June 9th.  You will not be allowed to stay in camp without a current health form on 
file. 
 
Also enclosed is an equipment list.  You will need everything included on this list.  Please be 
prepared to backpack your equipment to the campsite by yourself.  You will need to provide tentage 
suitable for backpacking. 
 
Please remind your parents and family that this is a training experience.  The agenda is very full and 
does not include time for visitors.  They can, however, write you to “Your name”, White Stag, Camp 
Redwing, 5757 E. Inlow Springs Road, Muncie, IN 47302.  The emergency phone number at camp is
